William Stewart Herron

Arrived in Okotoks in 1903 and 
started a cartage service that 
hauled coal from Black Diamond 
to Okotoks. During one of his trips 
he noticed seepage along Sheep 
Creek. After testing and learning 
that there were hydrocarbons in 
the seepage, he purchased as 
much surrounding land & mineral 
leases as he could.

In 1912 he established the Calgary 
Petroleum Products Co and in May 
1914 after drilling to a depth of 
2,718 feet, the company hit 
natural gas pure enough to fuel 
automobiles. Today he is known 
as the Father of Alberta's Petro-
leum Industry.
